not sprinting, and by that, I mean that the running didn't start in the 'Bird's Nest' in 

China, but long before."  

He stressed hard work and commitment as an avenue to success and mobility.  

Board member James Samuels chaired the proceedings, while Shamar Bruce 

performed two of Miss Lou's poems, 'Anancy and 'Smoked Pork' and 'Rolling Calf'.
